(“Bad” version: They are having an argue. The soup is already cooked and the mother calls her family to come to the table. Nobody comes. She calls again. The husband says he is very busy now because of the TV. The children say they are not hungry. After half an hour the soup is cold. The husband says he is hungry and asks his wife for the supper. Then he finds the soup cold and seems to be disappointed. Fly in his plat provokes his choleric reaction. He starts shouting at his wife who silently listens at first and then leaves home.)

Dear lady, I asked you for beef soup, not for the fly one!” talks very loud and slowly pours the soup on the table from where it flows on the floor. “You have to pay 12,50 crowns please.” “Oh no! I will never eat the soup that a fly is swimming in. The less I will pay for it. The flies! These awful slimy fuzzy flies! Have you ever seen a spider how he knows to get round a fly!? A smelling fly which licks shit and than takes a bath in my soup!” He goes out and bangs the door.

C nods her head and starts to cry again. W brings her soup. C doesn’t have a handkerchief. W gives her hers own and sits down beside: “Be careful, there’s a fly. Poor soul, how hard is it trying? Look, don’t be sad and rather help it. You are still in a better situation than it is. Aren’t you?” “No, she’s better. She has already got rid of all. But what about me?” And she cries, and cries, and cries.

Different, F, speaks only Dutch

Plot:
They can’t communicate together by words but finally they manage with their hands. Their strange communication is stranger in the fly’s eyes – some special effects. We want to show its point of view and compare it with ours. The longest scene.

J.A.Komensky comes on stage and makes conclusion (“A man is more a farmer than a master of all the God’s creatures.“ and more his thoughts concerning problems of communication).
Scene runs into the titles.
